Invitation to Christ 
Our committee held a portion of our meeting jointly with the Christian Education Committee to make 
plans for the winter Westover Wednesday class involving Invitation to Christ.  The class will begin 
on January 21st with a hopeful visit from Chip Andrus.  The class will include a few lessons directly 
from the Invitation to Christ and others on different aspects of worship. 
 
Guitar group 
As of the committee meeting, 2/3 of the potential initial guitar group members had been contacted.  
Within a few days, a time and place should be set for a first practice. 
 
Advent 
• The Hanging of the Greens will take place after church on the 23rd of November.  Members 

will be encouraged to take part in the refreshments in the parlor while the tree is put in place 
and greens are brought inside. 

• The advent banner from last year will be hung in the church during the Hanging of the 
Greens.  This year’s banner will process in and will be hung where last year’s was on Nov 
30th. 

• The committee decided to donate this year’s Joy Offering to Rice Depot. 
 
Volunteer Choir Appreciation 
As you experienced on All Saints’ Day, we made a last minute decision to honor those who help 
make worship happen during the service instead of during a sip n’ chat.  With the number of events 
going on after church this time of year, we figured that this would be a better way to show our 
appreciation. 
 
Communion Preparation 
We discussed the idea of opening communion preparation to the entire congregation.  We decided not 
to pursue this for a number of reasons.  First of all, there is training that goes along with this duty and 
getting everyone who volunteers from the congregation together for this would be much harder than 
training the session members who are all together regularly.  Additionally, despite the amount of 
training the session has received we still had set up mistakes made well into the year.  We could only 
see this being magnified if the entire congregation was involved.  Also, we are already reducing the 
number of communion preparation slots by over 30 by putting only one session member in charge of 
it each time.  Finally, we believe the congregation will still have many opportunities to contribute to 
worship (as was seen on All Saints’ Day) as liturgists and greeters and finally by helping to bring the 
elements forward. 
 

 



  

Greeters 
We discussed the idea of having greeters at the door to meet those members who leave the service at 
the beginning of the final hymn.  We agreed that this is a great idea and decided the easiest way to 
execute this would be to ask the deacon greeter to do this.  We will talk to the deacon moderators 
about this idea.
